Stockton’s HAGGIN MUSEUM

The Haggin Museum underwent a 2.5 million
dollar renovation in 2017 and has been on
FAM’s radar to visit for several years. 

Its collection includes paintings of breathtaking
panoramas of the Yosemite Valley by American
artist Albert Bierstadt (the largest number of
Bierstadt paintings in any museum collection).
You will also discover other large landscape
paintings by American artists George Inness,
William Keith, Thomas Moran, and Julian Rix,
all of which which enhance the Museum’s
collection of 19th century American art. 

In addition, the Museum houses the largest
collection of works by “Golden Age” illustrator
J.C. Leyendecker, best known for his Arrow
Collar Man magazine advertisements of 1905-
1930.

The Museum also features paintings by late
19th and early 20th-century European artists
including animal painter Rosa Bonheur, the
neoclassical artist William Bouguereau, the
popular French impressionist Pierre-Auguste
Renoir, and many more.

Prior to the trip, FAM Executive
Director & Chief Curator Michele Ellis
Pracy will give a talk in FAM’s Bonner 
Auditorium on Wednesday, March 18
at 5 pm about the Haggin Museum
and some of its permanent collection.
